Behavioral Expectation Contract
Inquiring Minds provides the opportunity for curious high-level students to experience innovative, multi-disciplinary, fast-paced classes through challenging and creative teachers. To achieve a positive learning environment for all, we have certain expectations for student behavior.  All students benefit when there is a clear understanding of appropriate behavior.  We also believe that encouraging students to model positive behavior assists them in becoming leaders of their community and reaching their potential. Although the staff recognizes that developing appropriate behavior is a process and that making mistakes is part of learning, there are also some behaviors that are unacceptable.  Please read through this contract with your child in an age-appropriate fashion, sign, and return.  A signature by both the parent and student is required.   
The following standards of behavior are expected from all students: 
1. Demonstration of respect for others through polite and mannerly treatment.  This includes respecting another student’s right to learn without major distractions or disruptions, to voice their opinions, and to ask questions. Bullying, name calling, belittling, or harming others physically or emotionally is not acceptable.  This includes behavior during program hours as well as outside of program hours, such as in cyber space.  

2. Demonstration of respect for the environment we are borrowing, a student’s personal property as well as the property of others. We expect students to participate in keeping the environment clean and orderly, take care with any equipment or materials provided, and not chew gum on campus.   

3. Demonstration of respect for self.  Clothing should be appropriate, neat, void of offensive messaging, clean, not torn, properly fitting and non-revealing.  
4. Demonstration of cooperation, responsibility, and respect for safety by following directions
and staying with the group at all times unless given permission otherwise.  
5. Demonstration of respect for safety of self and others.  To abstain from possession or consumption of alcohol, misuse of over-the-counter, controlled or prescription drugs, possession or use of any tobacco products or weapons of any kind.
The consequences of non-compliance with any of these expectations may include the following depending on the severity and circumstances of the infraction:
1. Students may be asked to sit out the remainder of a class.  

2. Students may be excused from a day of the program.

3. Students may be dismissed from the program at the sole discretion of the Director without benefit of refund.
